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The South European regional field meeting of the IGCP 503 will take place on 17-19th September. The meeting is held in collaboration with the French Palaeozoic Working Group (GFP), which will organize its annual meeting during the IGCP 503 conference. The scientific sessions will be mainly focused on the Palaeogeography and Palaeoclimate of the northern and western Gondwana margins during the Ordovician. Consequently, contributions dealing with south-western Europe, North Africa and South America are particularly welcome. The arrangement of the meeting immediately after the 4th European Meeting on Palaeontology and Stratigraphy of Latin-America (Madrid, September 12-15th, 2007) pretends to facilitate the participation of those researchers from the other side of the ocean. After one day of scientific sessions a two-days fieldtrip to the Iberian Ranges (NE Spain) has been organized.

Conference location
The conference will take place in Zaragoza, founded on the 15 B.C. by Roman legions. It preserves important vestiges of Roman and Islamic cultures and is today wholly engaged in the organization of the International Exhibition EXPOZARAGOZA 2008 http://www.expozaragoza2008.es. Zaragoza is located in north-eastern Spain, mid-way of Madrid and Barcelona, at the centre of the Ebro valley. The lower Paleozoic crops out at the Iberian Ranges, only 60 to 100 km southward from the town.

The organizers will decide on the balance between oral and poster presentations after the receipt of abstracts, and reserve the right to accept or refuse any submission. Participants will be informed in July whether their presentation has been accepted for an oral or poster presentation. 

Time schedule for oral communications: 15 minutes + 5 minutes for further discussion; preferable Power-Point presentations, although an overhead projector will also be available.

Excursion

18th September: Iberian Chains

(organizers: Enrique Villas and Emmanuelle Vennin).
Departing from Zaragoza, we will visit the Middle Ordovician to lowermost Silurian strata cropping out close to Fombuena and Luesma, in the Eastern Iberian Chains. We will see well-exposed continuous outcrops of Darriwillian to lowermost Silurian successions, with good representatives of the palaeontological record and stratigraphic events of south-western Europe. They also keep a remarkable record of the global events related to the Ordovician-Silurian transition. Especially, they permit to illustrate the development of temperate-water mid-Ashgill bioclastic limestones neighboured by mud-mounds, the local representatives of the Boda Event, immediately underlying the Hirnantian glaciomarine deposits.  

On the evening we will arrive to Teruel to spend the night. Teruel is the smallest of all the province capitals in Spain and displays important mudejar (moresque)-style towers and churches, built by Moorish artisans during the Middle Age. 

19 September: Hesperian inliers
(organizers: J. Javier Álvaro and Juan Carlos Gutiérrez-Marco).
Departing from Teruel we will visit two key areas of the south-westward prolongation of the Iberian platform, cropping out in scattered inliers or massifs, and known in the bibliography as the Hesperian Chains or the Castilian branch of the Iberian Ranges. We will visit the outcrops along the Orea-Checa road, characterized by well-preserved glaciomarine deposits affected by synsedimentary tectonism and early Silurian black-shale strata rich in graptolites. The afternoon will be devoted to the visit to the Ojos Negros and Setiles quarries, of economical interest for iron extraction, on the walls of which is possible to see the geometric relationships of carbonates, glaciomarine deposits and erosive discontinuities.


On the evening, we will come back to Zaragoza.
